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The Living Lab approach for the development of innovative Information and Communication Technology (ICT) services is proving an effective way to bring true and sustainable innovation to the broader dynamics of development at both the local and regional levels. The principle of collaboration and co-creating within a broad partnership of all the stakeholders concerned with the community of stakeholders not only produces innovative technologies but equally promotes the emergence of new forms of collaboration and the behavioural transformation required to make the shift towards sustainable forms of human activity leading towards well-being and healthier society. 

This linkage has become evident in European experiences over the last 5 years, particularly in areas such as rural development, environmental monitoring and regional innovation policies, and is now spreading to Latin America and Asia. At the eChallenges 2010 conference in Warsaw (PL), the European Network of Living Labs (ENoLL) presented concrete initiatives applying the Living Lab approach to different thematic areas. It was agreed that this will be further defined with African stakeholders in strategic areas such as inclusion, health, energy, water and food sustainability, worldwide and, in cooperation with representatives of the IST Africa Initiative, leading in the future of the creation of the African Network of Living Labs as an extension to ENoLL. 

This pre-conference workshop at IST-Africa 2011 aims to carry that idea forward by bringing together key ENoLL representatives with participants at the annual IST Africa conference in Gaborone, Botswana. The approach is to facilitate knowledge sharing in relation to what is involved in setting up Living Labs in Africa, as well as experiences and lessons learnt from running Living Labs in other European, Brazil and African States.

The workshop will start with a policy session to be followed by the presentation of best practise and methodologies from ENoLL and LLiSA experiences. After lunch there will be a session on African needs and resources focused on Living Labs for Africa, supported by LLiSA (Living Labs in Southern Africa) and Maputo Living Lab (Mozambique), discussion on Public-Private Cooperation and Financing for Living Labs and an interactive discussion in relation to next steps.
