Horizon 2020 commenced in January 2014 as the new Framework Programme to
implement Research and Innovation with funds of €80 billion from 2014 - 2020.

Horizon 2020 addresses all research and innovation funding that was previously
provided through the Framework Programmes for Research and Technical Development
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(e.g. FP7), Competitiveness and Innovation Programme (CIP) and European Institute of
Innovation and Technology.

Three main priorities:

> Excellence Science — Research Infrastructures, Marie Curie (Mobility Grants),
Future and Emerging Technologies

» Leadership in Enabling and Industrial Technologies (LEIT) — Components &
Systems, Advanced Computing, Future Internet, Content Technologies and
Information Management, Robotics, Micro and Nano-electronics and photonics

» Societal Challenges — Health, Food Security & Agriculture, Energy, Transport,
Climate action and Environment, Innovation and Reflective Societies and Secure
Societies

The Work Programmes for Leadership in Enabling and Industrial Technologies (LEIT)
and individual Work Programmes for themes under Societal Challenges were published
on 11 December 2013. LEIT 2014 Calls close on 23 April 2014.
